At the invitation and organization of Pastor Stephen Paulson of Viziangaram, I
am preparing to visit India in the fall of 2004, to instruct pastors, evangelists,
church planters and youth workers through four leadership training seminars .

Leadership seminars will be held in four middle-sized cities on the east coast of
India in the Andhra Pradesh state. Each seminar is expected to have 100 to 150
Christian leaders. Each day will have three 21/2-3 hour sessions.

Missiologist Ralph Winter estimates that only one out of twenty Christian min-
isters in mission lands have received formal training. Pastor Stephen has
affirmed that most of these pastors have not received any significant ministeri-
al training. Some have not had any. Our goal, by God’s grace, is to train the
local church leaders in such a way that they will be enabled to train up other
godly leaders.

The Means
We hope to encourage, exhort and train these leaders in their own
ministries. We will teach them how God grows disciples through
each stage of Christian living, some into full time ministry. We hope
to do this chiefly through two means.

• Speaking •
Three days will be spent at each city center.
Each day will have six sessions.

• Materials •
We have three plans to meet the great need for Christian study materials.
(1) Translate seminar materials and other relevant BFF material into Telugu
and distribute them as finances allow.
(2) Arrange for a supplementary package of BFF training material in Eng-
lish for those who can use it.
(3) Give complimentary BFF CDs to those who can use them. BFF CDs
include all of the BFF training material in English.
